Basis of Preparation

The interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in accordance with FRS 1342004: Interim Financial Reporting, issued by Malaysian Accounting Standards Board (MASB) and paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad. 
The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2005.
The preparation of an interim financial report in conformity with FRS 1342004, Interim Financial Reporting requires management to make judgements, estimates and assumptions that affect the application of policies and reported amounts of assets and liabilities, income and expenses on a year to date basis. Actual results may differ from these estimates.

FRS 116 Property, Plant and Equipment
All leasehold land which were previously carried at cost less amortisation under property, plant and equipment are now treated as prepaid lease payment under non current assets.

FRS 117 Leases

With the adoption of FRS117 as from 1 January 2006, the leasehold interest in land held for own use is accounted for as being under an operating lease and the prepaid lease payments are amortised on a straight line basis over the remaining lease term of the land.

FRS 140 Investment Property 
The adoption of FRS140 has resulted in a change in the accounting policy for investment property as well as the reclassification of a property previously recognised in as property, plant and equipment to investment property. As a result of the adoption of FRS 140, property of the Group which is held for rental to external parties has been reclassified to investment property. The investment property is measured initially at cost, including transaction cost. Following initial recognition, investment property is carried at cost less accumulated depreciation and accumulated impairment losses, if any.

Review of Performance 

The Group recorded revenue of RM52.524 million and profit after taxation (“PAT”) of RM8.237 million for the twelve (12) months ended 31 December 2006. 
Comparative figure for the corresponding period ended 31 December 2005 was from 1 June 2005 (the completion acquisition date of the subsidiary companies) to 31 December 2005. For the previous corresponding period, the Group’s revenue was RM26.560 million and PAT of RM5.194 million (inclusive negative goodwill of RM1.389 million arising from acquisition of subsidiaries) respectively. 
The group revenue and PAT improved mainly contributed by the increasing sales in both domestic and export markets. 
B2
Variance of quarterly results compared to preceding quarter
The Group recorded a lower revenue of RM13.568 million for the current quarter under review compared to the immediate preceding quarter of RM14.863 million.

The profit before tax decreased to RM2.122 million for the current quarter from RM3.421 million registered in the immediate preceding quarter were due to lower sales generated in the current quarter compared to the immediately preceding quarter.

Commentary on the Prospect

The Group will continue its effort to expand the existing export markets and also to new export markets. As such, the Group expects to widen the customer base and further reinforce the Group’s presence both locally and overseas. In year 2007, The Group would expand its business operation into China through its wholly-owned subsidiary, Kawan Food (Nantong) Co. Ltd. Barring any unforeseen circumstances, the Board believes that the performance of the Group for the financial year ending 31 December 2007 should be better than that for the year 2006.

By a summons and statement of claim of filed on 9 November 2004 and served on KFM, a wholly owned subsidiary of the Company, on 29 November 2004, Twenty First Grafix Sdn Bhd, an advertising consultant providing corporate and product branding services of products (“Consultant”), has claimed against KFM the sum of RM130,940 alleged as owing by KFM to the Consultant, pursuant to the work and services provided to KFM by the Consultant, as well as interest and costs on the claim.

The trial date has been adjourned to 23 April 2007.
